Adventure
“No one can have a heart in one condition and produce fruit of an opposite condition. The condition of your heart will affect your actions, and your actions will reflect your heart…Pure means ‘to be singular in substance, without any imperfections or impurities.’ A pure heart is one solely committed to Christ first and foremost (Matt 10:37-39).”

“’Blessed are the pure in heart, for they will see God’(Matt 5:8). The word sincere is closely associated with purity. It comes from the Latin phrase sine cere meaning ‘without wax.’ Wax was often used to cover or fill in the cracks in pottery so that it could then be sold as undamaged. Under the test of fire, the wax would melt and reveal the otherwise hidden cracks and impurities. If we want God to reveal himself to us so we can see him clearly, we must approach him with ‘clean hands and a pure heart’(Psalm 24:2).”  
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Life is not a problem to be solved; it is an adventure to be lived. That's the nature of it and has been since the beginning when God set the dangerous stage for this high-stakes drama and called the whole wild enterprise good. He rigged the world in such a way that it only works when we embrace risk as the theme of our lives, which is to say, only when we live by faith. A man just won't be happy until he's got adventure in his work, in his love and in his spiritual life....(200). 
If you had permission to do what you really want to do, what would you do? Don't ask how, that will cut your desire off at the knees. How is never the right question, how is a faithless question. It means "unless I can see my way clearly I won't believe it, won't venture forth." When the angel told Zechariah that his ancient wife would bear him a son named John, Zechariah asked how and was struck dumb for it. How is God's department?  He is asking you what. What is written in your heart? What makes you come alive? If you could do what you've always wanted to do, what would it be?
